This is the system in which the Japanese government pays benefits to crime victims and bereaved families
who are unable to receive compensation for damage in some form of public relief, or from a criminal
perpetrator, in spite of accidental death or being seriously harmed, such as severe illness/injury or disability,
due to an intentional criminal act. The system is based on a spirit of mutual assistance in society.
